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                                  Recurrent Miscarriage Clinic
Recurrent miscarriage is usually defined as the loss of three or more consecutive pregnancies. Recurrent miscarriage affects 1% of all women.

Indications for Referral:

1. All women with 3 or more  consecutive miscarriages (with same partner)
2. Women with at least 2 consecutive miscarriages at age >36
3. Women with at least 2 or more consecutive second trimester miscarriage or preterm labour up to 24 weeks
4. Women with 2 consecutive miscarriages with no alive children and  history of infertility
5. Women with at least 2 consecutive miscarriages and associated conditions like PCOS, antiphospholipid syndrome, medical disorders or history of congenital anomalies.
Pathway of referrals:

   Referral is usually via GPs, EPAU and Gynaecology ward B11:
   If the women fit into the above criteria,
       A. Give Recurrent Miscarriage booklet
       B. Arrange the following investigations at lease 4 weeks from the 
            miscarriage

            Day 2 FSH/LH and Testosterone
           Chromosome analysis on both woman and her partner (point 1 above

           Lupus anticoagulants and Anticardiolipin antibodies (IgG &IgM) 

           Blood Group
